Lambda Pi Eta has over 400 active chapters at colleges and universities worldwide dedicated to recognizing, fostering and rewarding outstanding scholastic achievement in communication studies. Our chapter has been recognized as the Chapter of the Year from the National Communication Association for two consecutive years (2009, 2010). We are committed to maintaining excellence at a national level in the upcoming year, and admittance to the chapter is a significant honor within the department.
The Sigma Kappa Chapter organizes and facilitates events within the department and on campus that promote communication studies and student achievement. Members of LPH will be honored within the department and receive honor cords at their graduation ceremonies.

In order to be eligible for induction into Lambda Pi Eta, a student must

1. Have completed at least 60 semester hours in college;

2. Have completed at least 12 semester hours of communication study;

3. Have a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0;

4. Have a communication studies GPA of at least 3.25;

5. Be currently enrolled as a student in good standing;

6. Display commitment to the field of communication

According to our records, you may meet the above requirements. If so, I strongly encourage you to submit an application. LPH accepts new members in both fall and spring semesters. Our induction ceremony occurs during the spring semester just prior to graduation.

Students seeking admittance during the Fall 2011 semester must submit 

1. a Completed Application Form (attached),

2. One Official University Transcript (obtained from the registrar’s office), 

3. One Sample of Academic Work not to exceed 25 pages (usually a paper from a COMM class), 

4. One Letter of Support from a Faculty Member (usually in COMM, though faculty in another major/ minor are accepted). 

All materials must be received by SEPTEMBER 15th, 2011. You should submit your materials to the Communication Studies main office to the attention of: Dr. Michaela D. E. Meyer, LPH Advisor, 263 McMurran Hall, Department of Communication, Christopher Newport University, Newport News, VA 23606. Attached are some FAQs about the organization.
