Honors Program Study Abroad Stipend Application 
IMPORTANT:  Only fully completed applications will be reviewed for approval.   
We recommend students submit the stipend application at least two (2) months prior to the trip.

· Step 1:  Review the CNU Study Abroad Website – studyabroad.cnu.edu

· Step 2:  Contact Mandi Work, Coordinator for Study Abroad and International Programs (McMurran Hall Room 108, amanda.work@cnu.edu ) for assistance in planning your experience and completing paperwork.  

· Step 3:  Honors Stipend Eligibility 
Please review the eligibility requirements below.  Return this signed “Statement of Understanding” with your completed application to Dr. Paul’s Office (McMurran 102).

Students in the Honors Program are eligible for a $2,000 scholarship, to be applied toward a CNU credited, foreign, academic experience. 

Eligibility for the study abroad stipend is determined by meeting the following criteria:

· Student must be at least a second semester freshman.

· Status as a full time student in good academic and social standing, within both the University and the Honors Program. 

· CNU academic credit must be awarded for the experience, either directly or through transfer credit from another institution.

· The experience must involve travel to a foreign country.

· The applicant must reside on campus at CNU to claim the stipend through the Honors Program.

· Students who fail to return to CNU and the Honors Program as a full time student following the study abroad experience will be billed for the full scholarship amount.

Statement of Understanding

I state, I have met the above criteria and am eligible for an Honors stipend to travel abroad.  I understand that in the event I choose not to return to CNU or the Honors Program during the semester following my trip, I will be expected to re-pay the full amount of the stipend back to Christopher Newport University.
