Honors Portfolios

Creating your Honors Portfolio:

1. Sign into your CNU Connect Account.

2. On the CNU Start Page, click on “My Sites” in the upper right hand corner.

3. On this page, click on “Create New Site.”

4. On this page, you will need to:

· Enter the name for the site. This will be H2015last name,first name. (i.e. H2015paul,jay)

· Select “More Options” and click on ‘Only People I specify can view this site’ under “Collaborate with.”

· Click “Create Site” at the bottom.

5. When your new site opens, click on “Create Page” in the upper right hand corner.

6. Next, select “File Cabinet” and enter “Personal Statements” in the name box. Click on “Create Page.”

7. Return to “Home” on the left hand Sidebar.

8. Click on “Create Page” again.

9. Select “File Cabinet” and enter “Seminar and Inquiry Reports” in the name box. Click on “Create Page.”

10. Return to “Home” on the left hand Sidebar.

11. Next, you need to share your Portfolio with Dr. Paul and your personal advisor. To do this, click on “More actions” in the upper right hand corner and choose “Share this site” at the bottom of the list.

· Click on the “Add people” box and begin typing Jay Paul (this works just like your email) and select Dr. Paul’s email address. Click on the button that says “Can edit” and choose “Is owner.” Then click on “Share.” Dr. Paul should appear in the Permissions box.

· Follow these same instructions and add your personal advisor also. Then click “close.”

How to upload documents to your Honors Portfolio:

1. In order to access your Portfolio, click on “My Sites” in the upper right hand corner of your CNU Start Page (CNU Account).

2. Select the site you created under “My sites in cnu.edu.”

3. On the left hand sidebar, choose the page you would like to upload a document to (either “Personal Statements” or “Seminar and Inquiry Reports”). Choose “Add File,” browse your computer for the correct file, and upload it.

What documents should I upload?

By January 09, 2012, you should upload your most significant and/or successful written assignment from HONR 100.  (Remember to upload a major assignment from every HONR seminar and HONR inquiry you complete—seven uploads in all.) This should be placed on the “Seminar and Inquiry Reports” Page.

Also by January 09, 2012, you should upload the first version of your personal statement (aka academic plan).  (The purpose of the statement is to lay out your goals and aspirations as clearly as you can at this point, and to explain how the curriculum you envision completing connects with them.  You are expected to upload an updated version of the statement annually.  The version you upload in your last year will be evaluated and graded by the Honors Faculty.  The Honors Portfolio is the main and only requirement for HONR 484, a one-credit course.  Please see the Honors Handbook for a fuller explanation.) This should be placed on the “Personal Statements” Page.
