History, Art and More!
March 5, 2012
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We depart from Yoder Barn at 6:30 a.m. for our March Medley in Fredericksburg, Virginia, and we return at approximately 6 p.m.
In 1676 the Virginia General Assembly established a fort on the Rappahannock. In 1720 a new county was created and named Spotsylvania (after the Governor Alexander Spotswood,) and in 1728 Fredericksburg became the port for Spotsylvania County.  Named for Frederick, Prince of Wales, son of King George II, the colonial town's streets were named for members of the royal family.
Our day in Fredericksburg begins with a 90 minute trolley tour.  During your guided tour of the historic district, learn about the local history and the cities’ many attractions. Highlights include Rising Sun Tavern, Dr. Hugh Mercer's apothecary shop, Fredericksburg Area Museum and Cultural Center, Kenmore Plantation and homes and businesses of George and Mary Washington and James Monroe.
             

After the tour we visit Belmont, built in 1761. Geri Melchers bought this house in 1916 and lived there until his death in 1932. Melchers was a leading proponent of naturalism. Tour the artist’s home, gardens, the studio and galleries, which house the largest collection of Melchers’ works.  The Museum’s curator will give a lecture entitled “In Search of the Real Gari Melchers:  The Art Market, EBay, and the Craft of the Forger.”

Lunch will be at Wegmans Food Market, a family-owned U.S. regional supermarket chain. This upscale grocery “superstore" has a very large shopping area and Market Café in-store dining area.  Bring a cooler so you can return home with fabulous groceries. (1)

After lunch visit the wine store and meet John Driscoll, wine connoisseur and salesman.  He will offer suggestions on a variety of wine for you to  enjoy and possibly sample.  (2)
