We depart from the Yoder Barn parking lot at 8 a.m.  The Power Station lies on an 840-acre site adjacent to the James River.  Surry is operated by Dominion Generation and owned by Dominion Resources, Inc.  The plant has two triple-loop Westinghouse pressurized water reactors which went on-line in 1972 and 1973 respectively.  Each reactor produces approximately 800 megawatts of power, for a combined plant output of 1.6 gigawatts.  Surry Power Station draws its condenser cycle water directly from the James River, 
Upon arrival in Surry you will have time to explore the Nuclear Information Center where you can see a model of a nuclear reactor, generate your own electricity using muscle power, see a full-scale model of the containment structure and learn about the nuclear energy path from uranium mining to electricity production.  Enjoy a speaker presentation, see a film and take a driving tour of the facility via passenger vans.  The van seats 13 so the group will be divided into thirds. 
Lunch will be served at the Smithfield Inn which was built in 1752.  The original residence was converted to an Inn and Tavern in 1759 to serve clipper ship travelers and others coming over the main stagecoach route from Norfolk to Richmond.  Lunch includes a choice of entree and dessert; entrees are listed on the registration form.
After lunch meet Roy Williams (artist and LLS Food and Wine instructor) as well as other artisans at the Smithfield Visitor Center.  The Smithfield Visitor Center exhibits works of local and regional artists in multiple shows throughout the year.  The Center also hosts working studios for eight resident artists and a gift shop that features creations by its member artists.
We will return to the Barn at approximately 5 p.m.
