How to Assemble Your Work Sample

The teacher work sample is the culminating project of your program.  As such, it should look as professional as possible.

* The final document should be written on standard 8 ½ x 11” paper in a 3-ring binder. Each item should be clearly identified/labeled. Tabulations and/or Tables of Contents are recommended.

[bookmark: _GoBack]* Student work samples should have student names removed; any pictures of students should have faces blurred or have the permission of the parent.

b. Unit Plan Template Due Feb. 10th

d. Minimum of 3 lesson plans from the unit (1 beginning, 1 middle, 1 end) with written reflection at bottom (see also 4A) Due in final work sample
4.  Implementing Instruction— a and b--Due in final work sample
	a. Reflections on the effectiveness of the unit at bottom of plans
	b. Copies of 1 evaluation by your cooperating teacher and 1 evaluation by your supervisor of a lesson observed from the three plans included.  Note:  In lieu of a direct observation, supervisors may request a video of the session. However, supervisors and coops should observe the SAME lesson.
5.  Assessment of Student Learning a-d
	a1. Pre-test, with chart/graph plus discussion of how results were used to plan for instruction—2 pg +/- Due Feb. 17th
	 
	a2. Post-test, with chart/graph plus discussion of learning gains, as compared to pre-test. Also chart/graph plus discussion of student learning gains, broken out by essential skill, between pre- and post- tests—3 pgs +/- Due in final work sample, but implemented during unit
	
	b. 2 formative assessments used during the 3 lesson plans, with discussion of how they were assessed and used to modify/adjust instruction—2 pgs +/- Due in final work sample, but implemented during unit
              
	
	c. Copies and discussion of student work from culminating project/activity, including the performance-based assessment (rubric) used to evaluate the project—2 pgs +/- Due in final work sample, but implemented during unit


	d. A copy of the student survey used, with discussion of the results—1 pg +/- Due in final work sample, but implemented during unit
