Good Afternoon,
I am Anne Pascucci, Director of the Office of Sponsored Programs.  This is Debbie Gaudreau, Assistant Director and the backbone of the office!  I am very pleased to introduce you to Drew Velkey.  Many of you already know Drew, but I wanted to personally thank him for championing this effort.
We are here today to inspire a dialogue between the disciplines that will lead to an NSF Transforming Undergraduate Education in Science, Engineering, and Mathematics (TUES) grant.

Since my arrival at CNU, the need for a verifiable training in the Responsible Conduct in Research has been a priority.  
Then it occurred to me what a wonderful opportunity CNU has to create a course that would fulfill both the requirements of NSF and NIH, and the goals of the institution itself.  I quote from the CNU mission:

“We are committed to providing a liberal arts education that stimulates intellectual inquiry and fosters social and civic values.” 

I cannot think of a better way to instill these attributes and values than to share why there is a need for training in responsible conduct in research.  A commonality in educational disciplines truly lies within this topic.  It speaks to ethics, psychology, economics, law, public policy, sociology, life sciences, literature, film and performing arts, history, computer engineering and the list continues.
I would ask that each of you consider your work, fiscal, philosophical, scientific, whatever it is and how it and you could relate to any of these eight topics: 
1. Conflicts of interest:  Personal, Professional, and financial 

2. Human Subjects, live vertebrate animal subjects or safe laboratory practices

3. Mentor/mentee responsibilities and relationships

4. Collaborative research including collaboration with industry or government

5. Data acquisition and lab tools, management, sharing, ownership
6. Research misconduct and policies for handling misconduct

7. Responsible authorship and publication
8. Responsible member of society, contemporary ethical issues in biomedical research and the environmental and societal impacts of scientific research

I can see no way that these 8 issues are not at least on the periphery of your work and hope that you can turn even that grain of interest into a dialogue that will become a curriculum to benefit students in all disciplines about this very important topic.  

Some disciplines will act, some guide and be the moral compass, some will be the mirror held up to those acting, some will manage the results but all have a part to play.

I ask you at this time to take a moment and reflect on the eight areas that I mentioned and see where they intersect with your work.  In a bit, I will ask everyone to stand up and introduce themselves.  Briefly describe any research that you are are currently involved in and an intersection with the eight areas.  

At the close of this forum, I will ask each of you to document when a resource, be it textbook, film, literary work, play, or examples that could be integrated into a curriculum presents itself in your discipline.  This will be your homework and as we receive responses, they will be posted to the OSP website.
We will arrange for another meeting in the near future to start the work of developing curriculum that is documentable training for RCR but reflective of what CNU stands for.
